4. Submit a copy of or link to the current LEA Parental Involvement Policy.

As required in ESEA (Section 1118(a)(3) (A), all LEAs receiving a Title I, Part A allocation of $500,000 or greater must reserve one percent of that allocation for required parent involvement activities, and 95 percent of that reserve must be sub-allocated for parent involvement activities in Title I schools. In addition, private schools are entitled to an equitable share of the total amount of Title I, Part A funds devoted to parent involvement. 

Focus LEAs with Priority and/or Focus schools must set-aside an additional one percent to be used in those designated schools for parent engagement activities. This additional one percent is not subject to the private school equitable participation requirement. In the instances where an LEA has a designated school that is not Title I eligible, the LEA must identify the required one percent from other sources. Focus LEAs receiving less than $500,000 in Title I, Part A funds are not required to set-aside the one percent for parent involvement activities; however, they must still set-aside an amount equal to the one percent of their Title I, Part A funds for the required parent engagement activities in the designated schools.  Focus LEAs with less than $500,000 in Title I, Part A funds may use other fund sources to meet the parent engagement requirement.

What are the main differences between the required Parent Involvement activities and the new Parent Engagement activities?

Parent Involvement, as required by ESEA Section 1118, requires LEAs to:

· Involve parents in the development and review of program plans; 

· Share program information related to parent programs, meetings, and other activities in a format and language that parents can understand; 

· Maintain and engage parents in the development and review of the district and building parent involvement policies; 

· Share progress reports through parent-teacher conferences, annual meetings, etc; 

· Share information regarding curricula, school accountability data, etc; 

· Provide information regarding complaint procedures. 

Parent Engagement activities are more open and flexible about the possible uses of funds. Funds do not have to be focused on greater parent involvement in the Title I/AIS program. Activities can range from welcoming all families into the school community to parent trainings that are more general in nature. 

What are non-allowable uses of the 1% Parent Engagement funds?

· Salaries for district or school personnel to be part of parent committees.

· Charges for building usage (This should be part of district “off-the-top” expenses.)

· Charges for custodial or security (This should be part of district “off-the-top” expenses.) 

· Charges for awards, certificates, district or school labeled paraphernalia (e.g., T-Shirts, Book bags, stickers, etc.)

· Salaries or stipends for parents to participate on district or school committees.

· District only sponsored events and activities. Parents, school administrators, and school staff must be given an opportunity to determine what Parent Engagement activities are appropriate to their needs. 

What are allowable uses of the 1% Parent Engagement funds?

· Parent trainings/workshops to assist them in helping their child succeed academically.

· Literacy Zone Centers 

· Professional Development for school leaders and teachers related to working with and building effective parent partnerships.

· Training for parents on working effectively with teachers to enhance student performance.

Training for parents on building supports for their children, including health and nutrition services.

Allowable Activities for Improvement Set-Aside Requirement

The equivalent of 5% - 15% of an identified LEA's Title I A and Title II A funds must be used to support programs and services from the List of Allowable Activities for Improvement. All set-aside amounts must support the activities in the District Comprehensive Improvement Plan (DCIP) and School Comprehensive Education Plans (SCEP).  Up to 50% of the set-aside can be reserved for district level activities that support implementation of interventions at designated priority and focus schools.  District level activities must identify which priority and focus schools will be served by the district level activities.  At least 50% of the set-aside must be used to support school specific activities.  Only activities from the List of Allowable Activities for Improvement count towards the set-aside requirement.

To be considered allowable for the set-aside requirement, costs must meet the following general criteria:

· Be necessary and reasonable for proper and efficient implementation of the DCIP and SCEPs. 
· Be permissible under applicable state and/or federal laws and regulations. 
· Conform to any limitations or exclusions set forth in the grants finance guidelines, laws or regulations, or other governing limitations as to types or amounts of cost items. 

· Must be used to supplement, not supplant any Federal, State or local educational funds that would otherwise be used for these activities.  

· Title I, IIA, and III funds will not always count towards meeting the set-aside requirement.

Additionally, districts can fund new activities from the allowable activities that are aligned to the six tenets and based on the results of the needs assessment. Districts can also fund existing activities that have demonstrated positive results, are aligned to the six tenets, are based on the needs assessment, and do not demonstrate maintenance of the program as long as evidence of the positive results are embedded in the DCIP and SCEPs.
