Section 3115(d) of Title III, No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, requires LEAs to achieve one of the 
purposes described above by undertaking one or more of the following activities:  
• Upgrading program objectives and effective instruction strategies.  

• Improving the instruction program for limited English proficient children by identifying, acquiring, and upgrading curricula, instruction 
materials, educational software, and assessment procedures.  

• Providing—  

 - tutorials and academic or vocational education for limited English proficient children;  

 - and intensified instruction.  

• Developing and implementing elementary school or secondary school language instruction educational programs that are coordinated with 
other relevant programs and services.  

• Improving the English proficiency and academic achievement of limited English proficient children.  

• Providing community participation programs, family literacy services, and parent outreach and training activities to limited English proficient 
children and their families  

 - to improve the English language skills of limited English proficient children; and  

 - to assist parents in helping their children to improve their academic achievement and becoming active participants in the 
    education  of their children.  

• Improving the instruction of limited English proficient children by providing for—  

 - the acquisition or development of educational technology or instructional materials;  

 - access to, and participation in, electronic networks for materials, training, and communication.

Immigrant Students  
 Section 3247(a) of Title III, No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, requires LEAs to use Title III 
immigrant funds to pay for enhanced instructional opportunities for immigrant children and 
youth, which may include:  

• family literacy, parent outreach, and training activities designed to assist parents to become 
active participants in the education of their children;  

• support of personnel, including teacher aides who have been specifically trained, or are being 
trained, to provide services to immigrant children and youth;  

• tutorials, mentoring, and academic or career counseling for immigrant children and youth;  

• identification and acquisition of curricular materials, educational software, and technologies; 
and  

• the provision of basic instruction services that are directly attributable to the presence in the 
school district of immigrant children and youth, including payment of costs of providing 
additional classroom supplies, costs of transportation, or such other costs as are directly 
attributable to such additional basic instructional services
