The final 2015-16 allocation figures, usually available by the close of the calendar year, can
differ from the figures posted below due mainly to revised data received from the Charter School
LEAs, plus the incorporation of the reallocated monies from prior year’s unspent funds. While most of
the resulting changes occur in the allocations for the LEAs that “send” their residents to a charter

school, sometimes there are also minute changes in the allocations for other LEAs.
