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INTRODUCTION

The Bronx Charter School for Better Learning is pleased to have completed its tenth
year serving students in the Bronx. The Board of Trustees of the State University of
New York approved the application for the Bronx Charter School for Better Learning
(Bronx Better Learning) on February 23, 2003; it was subsequently approved by the
Board of Regents on March 25, 2003. Bronx Better Learning opened in the fall of 2003
with an enrollment of 50 students in Grade 1, added one grade each year thereafter,
and enrolled 285 students in Grades 1 — 5 in the fall of 2007, the final year of its original
charter term. On January 15, 2008 the State University Trustees granted Bronx Better
Learning a full-term charter renewal for 5 years, authorizing the school to provide
instruction in Grades K — 5 through the 2012-13 school year. Bronx Better Learning
added a Kindergarten program in the fall of 2008 and served 345 students in grades K —
5. In 2010-11 the school enrolled 386 students in those same grades. On March 4,
2013, the State University Trustees granted another full five year renewal of the charter
for Bronx Charter School for Better Learning.

Bronx Better Learning was originally located at a facility leased from the Bronx Bethany
Church of the Nazarene at 971 East 227th Street in the Bronx. Following the first year
of operation, a shared space agreement was reached with the New York City
Department of Education in which Bronx Better Learning was granted permission to
locate in the annex portion of P.S. 111 (Seton Falls Elementary School) at 3740
Baychester Avenue in the Bronx. In addition, the school used 3 classrooms and an
office in the main building of P.S. 111 for the first time in 2008-09 to accommodate its
growth in enrollment. Its new Kindergarten classes were situated there in 2008-09,
replaced by 5th grade in 2009-10.

The mission of the Bronx Charter School for Better Learning is as follows:

The Bronx Charter School for Better Learning provides its students with a solid
foundation for academic success, through achievement that exceeds citywide
averages and meets or exceeds New York State standards and national norms in
all curriculum areas tested, especially in mathematics and language arts. Our
teaching constantly adjusts to the needs of our students, leading to
independence, autonomy, responsibility and a sustained love of learning, all of
which contribute directly to high academic achievement.

To fulfill its mission, the school’s teachers endeavor to practice the subordination of
teaching to learning, an instructional approach that does not dominate learning, but
rather is guided by it. Implementing the approach involves: getting students actively and
mentally engaged in lessons; assisting students to go beyond rote memorization,
wherever the subject matter allows, and to develop criteria for understanding;
recognizing every child’s high intellectual capacity and, thereby, welcoming errors in
students’ work as guides to help them harness that capacity; promoting students’ use of
what they know to master new content; and encouraging student initiative and self-
sufficiency.

Goal 1: English Language Arts
Students will become proficient readers and writers of the English Language.

Background

During the 2012-13 school year, the Bronx Charter School for Better Learning (BBL)
continued its strong commitment to ensuring a quality ELA program for all of its
students, through incorporating a blend of Bronx Better Learning’s pedagogical
approach, the subordination of teaching to learning with Reader’s Workshop and
Writer’'s Workshop throughout the school. In conjunction with Reader’s and Writer’s
Workshop, the school library and the classroom libraries continued to provide students
with books appropriate for their individual reading levels. The “leveling” of the libraries
also provided teachers with a clearer way to monitor the development of each student’s
reading ability, i.e., as a student’s reading improves, the student moves up in the level of
books assigned.

BBL maintained its focus on four priorities: 1) Instructional Rigor: To ensure that every
student receives an instructional program that is rigorous and enriching; 2) Data Based
Decision Making: To ensure that all instructional decisions are based on student
performance; 3) Meeting Individual Student Needs: To ensure that the instructional
program regularly adapts to meet the needs of each student; 4) Student Empowerment:
To ensure that through an instructional program that emphasizes engagement, effort
and efficacy all students sustain a personal sense of their own innate abilities. In
support of BBL's efforts to address the stated priorities, the Board of Trustees and
administration have taken a number of steps to make available all necessary resources
and supports, including:

1. Continuing to revise the ELA curriculum and curriculum maps to ensure proper
alignment with the Common Core Standards;

2. Increasing the level of challenge and sophistication of reading material presented
to students;

3. Expanding the use of the Morning Meeting to introduce more challenging
vocabulary to the students;

4. Promoting a greater appreciation of reading on the part of the students through
the introduction of the Growing Great Readers program and the Accelerated
Reader program,;

5. Expanding the use of interim standardized assessments, coupled with criterion
referenced assessments to monitor individual student progress and to drive
instructional decisions;

6. Scheduling an early dismissal for the last Wednesday of each month, for use by
teachers as a “data day,” to review and analyze student performance data;

7. Reporting to the board every month on students’ progress through reading levels,
through a new Education Committee;

8. Expanding the number of support teachers in order to more effectively adjust the
instructional program in ELA based on the individual needs of each student;

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9. Initiating a screening program for incoming Kindergarten students in order to identify
early those students in need of more significant support;

10.Continuing to provide frequent professional development support for both
teachers and assistants through our in-house professional development
specialists and our professional development consultants;

11.Continuing to provide supplemental academic support for students identified as
not progressing at a sufficient rate, including after school academic support,
Saturday academic support and summer academic support and adding
supplemental instructional periods during the regular school day;

12.Continuing the use of Performance Plus (a computer based instructional
management system) as a single platform for instructional planning and student
performance monitoring;

13. Continuing to schedule a comprehensive array of assessments, including state
practice tests, standardized reading assessments (Fountas & Pinnell Reading
Assessment and AIMS Web), criteria referenced assessments developed by a
third party (Achievement Network), and in-house assessments developed by our
professional development staff;

14.Continuing to expand the use of writing rubrics that are aligned to the State’s
writing rubric and the Common Core Standards; and

15. Expanding the use of administrative “walkthroughs” that focused on student
engagement.

Method

The school administered the New York State Testing Program English language arts
assessment to students in 3 through 5 grades in April 2013. Each student’s raw score
has been converted to a grade-specific scaled score and a performance level.

It also
provides a detailed breakdown of those students excluded from the exam. Note that
this table includes all students according to grade level, even if they have not enrolled in
at least their second year.

In English Language Arts 34% of students who were enrolled in at least their second
year scored at the proficient level. In the 3™ grade 31% of students scored at or above
the proficient level. In the 4™ grade, it was 36% and in the 5" grade, it was 34%.

Evaluation

The school did not meet the measure target of 75%; it fell short by approximately 40
percentage points. The state administered a new exam this year, which was
significantly more difficult than in previous years and with which students and teachers
are not yet familiar. As a result, the data show that the school has significant progress
to make to prepare the majority of students to perform at the currently defined college
and career ready level.

Additional Evidence

Because the state administered a new exam this year, student performance cannot be
compared to previous years. While the school demonstrated significant growth from
2010-11 to 2011-12, this year’s results are considered baseline for evaluating future
growth.

Method

The Charter Schools Institute conducts a Comparative Performance Analysis, which
compares the school’s performance to demographically similar public schools state-
wide. The Institute uses a regression analysis to control for the percentage of
economically disadvantaged students among all public schools in New York State. The
Institute compares the school’s actual performance to the predicted performance of
public schools with a similar economically disadvantaged percentage. The difference
between the schools’ actual and predicted performance, relative to other schools with
similar economically disadvantaged statistics, produces an Effect Size. An Effect Size
of 0.3 or performing higher than expected to a small degree is the requirement for
achieving this measure.

The 3™ grade and the 5" grade both exceeded the
target of 0.3 and the 4™ grade had a positive effect size. The overall effect size was

0.61, exceeding the target.

Additional Evidence

In 2007-08 and 2008-09 the school performed about the same as similar public schools
in the state. It performed lower than predicted in the subsequent two years. In 2011-
12, however, the school performed higher than expected.

The Board of Trustees, administration, staff
and parents all expect that BBL students will rise to the new challenges of the State
assessment. Bronx Better Learning continues its commitment to ensuring that all of its
students perform excellently in ELA. To facilitate the continued growth of our students,
the following actions will be taken:

The Bronx Charter School for Better Learning continues to demonstrate a strong
commitment to ensuring the delivery of a challenging and meaningful instructional
program in mathematics for all if its students. BBL's Mathematics curriculum is aligned
to Common Core Standards. Additionally, the curriculum continues to be reviewed
annually to ensure that the pacing of the instructional program effectively supports
student learning of the full scope of the Common Core Curriculum Standards.

Throughout the 2012-2013 school year, BBL continued to maintain its focus on four
priorities: 1) Instructional Rigor: To ensure that every student receives an instructional
program that is rigorous and enriching; 2) Data Based Decision Making: To ensure that
all instructional decisions are based on student performance; 3) Meeting Individual
Student Needs: To ensure that the instructional program regularly adapts to meet the
needs of each student; 4) Student Empowerment: To ensure that through an
instructional program that emphasizes engagement, effort and efficacy all students
sustain a personal sense of their own innate abilities. In support of BBL's efforts to
address the stated priorities, the Board of Trustees and administration have taken a
number of steps to make available all necessary resources and supports, including:

1. Maintaining a strong commitment to Bronx Better Learning’s pedagogical
approach, the subordination of teaching to learning, incorporates, especially in
the early grades, materials and techniques that constitute the “Gattegno
Mathematics” program, for instruction in mathematics. That program relies
heavily on the use of manipulatives, primarily Cuisenaire rods, to ensure, even in
the earliest stages, that students develop models for thinking mathematically,
thereby providing them with a sound basis for accomplishing two essential
objectives: becoming swift and accurate in their computation skills while focusing
on problem solving activities that involve practice and real world application of
those skills;

2. Maintaining a strong commitment to ensuring that instructional decisions are
made based on specific student performance data. As with ELA, teachers utilize
both formative and summative assessments, along with real-time moment-to-
moment analysis of how students are responding to instruction, throughout the
school year, to gather and analyze student performance data to ensure that each
student’s individual needs are being addressed, including scheduling an early
dismissal for the last Wednesday of each month for use by teachers as a “data
day” to review and analyze student performance data;

3. Continuing to revise the math curriculum and curriculum map to ensure proper
alignment with the Common Core Standards; and

4. Continuing to strengthen communication links with parents to promote more
consistent support for student learning at home.

Evaluation

The school did not meet the measure target of 75%; it fell short by approximately 30
percentage points. The state administered a new exam this year, which was
significantly more difficult than in previous years and with which students and teachers
were not yet familiar. As a result, the data show that the school has significant progress
to make to prepare the majority of students to perform at the college and career ready
level, as currently defined.

Additional Evidence

Because the state administered a new exam this year, student performance cannot be
compared to previous years. While the school demonstrated growth from 2010-11 to
2011-12, this year’s results are considered baseline for evaluating future growth.

The Charter Schools Institute conducts a Comparative Performance Analysis, which
compares the school’s performance to demographically similar public schools state-
wide. The Institute uses a regression analysis to control for the percentage of
economically disadvantaged students among all public schools in New York State. The
Institute compares the school’s actual performance to the predicted performance of
public schools with a similar economically disadvantaged percentage. The difference
between the schools’ actual and predicted performance, relative to other schools with
similar economically disadvantaged statistics, produces an Effect Size.

The school achieved this measure with an effect size of 1.15 that put overall
performance higher than expected to a large degree. All three grades exceeded
the target of 0.3 by a large margin, with both the 3™ and 5" grades having effect
sizes greater than 1.0.

The school has performed better than predicted in four of the last five years. It
underperformed similar schools statewide in 2008-09.

Background

The Bronx Charter School for Better Learning continues to strongly promote effective
student mastery of the State’s Common Core Curriculum in science. Despite BBL's
consistently strong performance on the State assessment in science over the past
years, student performance on this year’s assessment continued to exceed those of the
past two years as well as exceeding the scores of students in CSD 11. Bronx Better
Learning’s pedagogical approach, the subordination of teaching to learning,
incorporates techniques and materials that foster students’ active participation in
lessons and has been the foundation for our success in science. Additionally, hands-on
experimentation with commercially prepared science kits (Science 21 Program) that
have been found to complement the school’s core philosophy has been included as part
of the instructional program.

As an extension of the Science 21 program, during the 2012-2013 school year, Bronx
Better Learning emphasized the use of a problem solving approach to science.

Through this approach, students were presented with “real life” problems and working in
groups and individually collected and analyzed data/information in an attempt to come
up with solutions to the problems. As the students examined the problems, they
became more aware of cause and effect relationships. As part of this program, the
students had access to more extensive instructional technology and support.

Student support noted for English Language Arts and math is also available to students
in science, including SETSS teachers, support teachers and instructional assistants. As
needed, modifications and accommaodations in the instructional program are provided
for students.

NOTE A: THE SCHOOL AND SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Charter School

Bronx Charter School for Better Learning (“the Charter School”) is an educational corporation that operates
as a charter school in the borough of Bronx, New York. On March 25, 2003, the Board of Regents of the
University of the State of New York granted the Charter School a provisional charter valid for a term of five
years and renewable upon expiration. On May 20, 2008 and June 24, 2013, the Charter School obtained a
five year charter renewal. The Charter School was established to provide its students in grades K-5 with a
solid foundation for academic success, through achievement that exceeds citywide averages and meets or
exceeds New York State Standards and national norms in all curriculum areas tested, especially in
mathematics and language arts.

Financial Statement presentation

The financial statements of the Charter School have been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting in
conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP). The
Charter School reports information regarding its financial position and activities according to three classes
of net assets: unrestricted net assets, temporarily restricted net assets and permanently restricted net assets.

These classes of net assets are defined as follows:

Permanently restricted — Net assets resulting from contributions and other inflows of assets whose use by
the Charter School is limited by donor-imposed stipulations that neither expire by passage of time nor can
be fulfilled or otherwise removed by actions of the Charter School. The Charter School had no
permanently restricted net assets at June 30, 2013 or 2012.

Temporarily restricted — Net assets resulting from contributions and other inflows of assets whose use by
the Charter School is limited by donor-imposed stipulations that either expire by passage of time or can be
fulfilled and removed by actions of the Charter School pursuant to those stipulations. There were $39,106
and $21,307 of temporarily restricted net assets at June 30, 2013 and 2012, respectively, restricted for a
specific purpose, as described in Note J.

Unrestricted — The net assets over which the Governing Board has discretionary control to use in carrying
on the Charter School’s operations in accordance with the guidelines established by the Charter School.
The Board may designate portions of the current unrestricted net assets for specific purposes, projects or
investment.

Revenue and support recognition

Revenue from state and local governments resulting from the Charter School’s charter status and based on
the number of students enrolled is recorded when services are performed in accordance with the charter
agreement.

Revenue from federal, state and local government grants and contracts are recorded by the Charter School
when qualifying expenditures are incurred and billable.

Contributions are recognized as revenue in the year the pledge is received and documented. A contribution
that is received and expended in the same year for a specific purpose is classified as unrestricted revenue.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and certain money market account balances are maintained at financial institutions located in New
York and are insured by the FDIC up to $250,000 at each institution. The Charter School considers all
highly liquid investments with a maturity of three months or less when purchased to be cash equivalents. In
the normal course of business, the cash and cash equivalent account balances at any given time may exceed
insured limits. However, the Charter School has not experienced any losses in such accounts and does not
believe it is exposed to significant risk in cash and cash equivalents.

Certificates of deposit

Certificates of deposit represent certificates of deposit with maturities of twelve months or less. The fair
value of these assets was determined based on their original cost basis. In the normal course of business, the
interest bearing account balances at any given time may exceed insured limits. However, the Charter
School has not experienced any losses in such accounts and does not believe it is exposed to significant risk
in certificates of deposit.

Grants and other receivables

Grants and other receivables are stated at the amount management expects to collect from outstanding
balances. Management provides for probable uncollectible amounts based on its assessment of the current
status of individual receivables from grants, agencies and others. Balances that are still outstanding after
management has used reasonable collection efforts are written off against the allowance for doubtful accounts.
There was no allowance for doubtful accounts at June 30, 2013 or 2012.

Property and equipment

Property and equipment are recorded at cost. Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method on a
basis considered adequate to depreciate the assets over their estimated useful lives, which range from three
to five years.

Tax exempt status
The Charter School is a tax-exempt organization under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and
applicable state regulations and, accordingly, is exempt from federal and state taxes on income.

The Charter School has filed for and received income tax exemptions in the various jurisdictions where it is
required to do so. The Charter School files Form 990 in the U.S. federal jurisdiction. With few exceptions,
as of June 30, 2013, the Charter School is no longer subject to U.S. federal income tax examinations by tax
authorities for years ended before June 30, 2010. Years ended June 30, 2010 through June 30, 2013 are still
subject to potential audit by the IRS. Management of the Charter School believes they have no material
uncertain tax positions and, accordingly, have not recognized any liability for unrecognized tax benefits.

Contributed services

The Charter School receives contributed services from volunteers to serve on the Board of Trustees. These
services are not valued in the financial statements because they do not require “specialized skills” and would
typically not be purchased if they were not contributed.

Marketing and recruiting costs

The Charter School expenses marketing and recruiting costs as they are incurred. Total marketing and
recruiting costs approximated $35,200 and $40,300 for the years ended June 30, 2013 and 2012,
respectively.

Use of estimates in the preparation of financial statements

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial
statements and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results
could differ from those estimates.

Subsequent events

The Charter School has conducted an evaluation of potential subsequent events occurring after the statement
of financial position date through October 16, 2013, which is the date the financial statements are available
to be issued. No subsequent events requiring disclosure were noted.

Reclassifications
Certain 2012 amounts have been reclassified to conform with 2013 presentation.

Comparatives for year ended June 30, 2012

The financial statements include certain prior year summarized comparative information in total but not by
net asset class or functional classification. Such information does not include sufficient detail to constitute a
presentation in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.
Accordingly, such information should be read in conjunction with the Charter School’s financial statements
for the year ended June 30, 2012, from which the summarized information was derived.

NOTE B: SCHOOL FACILITY

The Charter School has entered into a “Facility Shared Use Agreement” (the “Agreement”) with the New
York City Department of Education for dedicated and shared space at P.S. 111 Annex, a New York City
Public School located at 3740 Baychester Avenue, Bronx, New York. The Agreement commenced on
July 1, 2005 and terminated on June 30, 2010. Pursuant to the terms of the Agreement, the Charter School
shall pay $1 per annum for the use of the shared facility during regular opening hours. The Charter School
shall be responsible for any overtime-related costs for services provided beyond regular opening hours. As
of October 16, 2013, the renewal of this agreement was still under negotiation.

NOTE C: RESTRICTED CASH

The Charter School maintains an escrow account, pursuant to its charter agreement, to pay off expenses in
the event of dissolution of the Charter School.

NOTE E: LINE OF CREDIT

The Charter School had available a $250,000 line of credit with a bank which matured in March 2013.

The Charter School entered into a $200,000 line of credit agreement with a bank during the year. Interest is
payable at prime plus 75 basis points (effective rate of 4.00% at June 30, 2013). There was an outstanding
balance of $200,000 at June 30, 2013. The line is secured by substantially all assets of the Charter School.

NOTE F: OPERATING LEASES

The Charter School leases office equipment under certain non-cancelable lease agreements expiring through
March 2018. Lease expense was approximately $60,000 and $30,000 for the years ended June 30, 2013 and
2012, respectively.

NOTE G: RETIREMENT PLAN

The Charter School sponsors a 403(b) retirement plan (the “Plan”) for its employees. All employees of the
Charter School are eligible to participate. Contributions made to the Plan are credited to each individual
participant’s account maintained under a group annuity contract issued by Metropolitan Life Insurance
Company. The Charter School matches 100% of the employee’s contributions up to $2,400 per year.
During the years ended June 30, 2013 and 2012, the Charter School contributed approximately $112,000
and $98,000, respectively, to the Plan.

NOTE H: CONTINGENCY

Certain grants and contracts may be subject to audit by funding sources. Such audits might result in
disallowance of costs submitted for reimbursement by the Charter School. Management is of the opinion
that such disallowances, if any, will not have a material effect on the accompanying financial statements.
Accordingly, no amounts have been provided in the accompanying financial statements for such potential
claims.

NOTE I: CONCENTRATIONS

At June 30, 2013 and 2012, approximately 58% and 51%, respectively, of grants and other receivables are
due from the New York State Department of Education relating to certain grants. Also at June 30, 2013 and
2012, approximately 28% and 36%, respectively, of grants and other receivables are due from Mt. Vernon
Department of Education.

During the years ended June 30, 2013 and 2012, 90% and 93%, respectively of total operating revenue and
support came from per-pupil funding provided by New York State. The per-pupil rate is set annually by the
State based on the school district in which the Charter School’s students are located.

NOTE J:. TEMPORARILY RESTRICTED NET ASSETS

Learning ’s internal control over financial reporting (internal control) to determine the audit procedures that are
appropriate in the circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinion on the financial statements, but not
for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of Bronx Charter School for Better Learning’s
internal control. Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of Bronx Charter School for
Better Learning’s internal control.

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management or
employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct
misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in
internal control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the entity’s financial
statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis. A significant deficiency is a
deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe than a material weakness, yet
important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this section
and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material weaknesses or
significant deficiencies. Given these limitations, during our audit, we did not identify any deficiencies in internal
control that we consider to be material weaknesses. However, material weaknesses may exist that have not been
identified.
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Compliance and Other Matters

laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a direct and material
effect on the determination of financial statement amounts. However, providing an opinion on compliance with
those provisions was not an objective of our audit and, accordingly, we do not express such an opinion. The
results of our tests disclosed no instances of noncompliance or other matters that are required to be reported
under Government Auditing Standards.

We noted certain matters that we reported to management of Bronx Charter School for Better Learning in a
separate letter dated October 16, 2013.

As of the 2012-2013 school year, enrollment at the Bronx Charter School for Better Learning includes
10.1% special education students, less than 1% ELL students and 80% free and reduced price. The school
is mindful of its obligation to ensure that those populations are adequately served and it has refined its
outreach and identification efforts.
