“From Seneca Village to Weeksville” is a collaborative LTG venture presented by IS 292, a School In Need of Improvement (SINI) quoted for corrective action in the eighth grade ELA, and non- public school, Saint Sylvester Roman Catholic School. “From Seneca Village to Weeksville” will take students on a journey of artistic exploration and creation through the following frameworks; literacy, history, math, science, technology, and engineering. Video conferencing and library resources will be used for research, digital video, podcasts, and web authoring tools will be used to document student findings/research, and simulation and design software such as SIM City and Scratch will be used to create a virtual representation of 2 mid 19th century town residing in NYC. Additionally, participating teachers will prepare a Learning Experience Outline, which will employ spoken and written language from literacy responses, deeper thinking activities, critical analysis and expression. ”From Seneca Village to Weeksville” will also address the cited eighth grade ELA deficiencies and focus on the NYS ELA Standards 1 and 2. 
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
