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	Learning Technology Grant 2009-12 Abstract

P.S. 214K, a second year School in need of Improvement (SINI) public school and St. Rita School, a parochial school, propose “Time Machine Travels”.  This project will engage students in the development of a video mini-series in which students will: become participants in significant historical events, such as the American Revolution and the Civil War; design a hypothetical vehicle used to travel in time; read the fiction and non-fiction companion series “Magic Tree House;” research famous inventors/leaders/other notables; and reconstruct famous historical and scientific inventions.  The “Time Machine Travels” project will also incorporate mathematical graphing/charting data skills and investigate/discuss monetary/government systems.  In addition, our project will explore historical, social, scientific, mathematical, and technological events (e.g. discoveries, great inventions, etc.) that have improved our lives. 
To this end, grade 5 teachers/students will learn how to conduct research on the Internet/library resources/media center and use web/video authoring applications. They will develop a Time Travel Show which will involve script production, video editing, blogs, as well as web pages.  This project will be published on a companion web site that will have various supporting links, such as the making of the time travel video, links to various additional resources and links to experts who were interviewed as part of this project.  This project will also support the following standards:  NYS ELA Standard 1: Students will read, write, listen and speak for information and understanding; NYS ELA Standard 2: Students will read, write, listen, and speak for literary response; NYS ELA Standard 3: Students will read, write, listen and speak for critical analysis and evaluation; NYS MST Standard 2: Students will access, generate, process, and transfer information using appropriate technologies and NYS MST Standard 1: Analysis, Inquiry, and Design.  As a culminating activity, both schools will engage in peer review.  The Peer Review process is a research-based professional development program that helps teachers improve the achievement of all students by enhancing teachers’ abilities to provide quality instruction based on the NYS Standards.
