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Proposal Abstract for Team 2 Teaching Technology as Partners (TTAP)
The Team 2 Teaching Technology as Partners (TTAP) project targets as many as 3,511 students in 6th-12th grade at Fowler High School, Bellevue Middle School, and Blodgett, Frazer and HW Smith K-8 Schools. TTAP focuses on project-based learning, and will improve students’ performance in the core subject areas while developing 21st Century Information and Communication Technology (ICT) skills through the effective integration of technology and instruction. Participating teachers and students will create ePortfolios as a means to demonstrate and assess learning. 
TTAP will strengthen the instructional partnership between classroom teachers and the library media specialist in each targeted building, and builds a sustainable model for technology integration and professional development. Library media specialists will participate in intensive turnkey training, and will serve as the on-site instructional technology experts in their respective buildings, providing ongoing professional development and mentoring to teachers. TTAP will make current technologies available to the entire school population through the library media center so that sufficient resources are available for extended blocks of time to achieve the project’s goals. 
The goals of the TTAP project are: (1) to improve student academic achievement in ELA, math and science and other core subject areas through the use of technology which is assessed by the creation of ePortfolios; (2) to assist every student in becoming technologically literate; (3) to provide advanced professional development in the areas of technology, literacy and professional development delivery to every library media specialist; (4) to encourage and ensure the effective integration of technology into the curriculum by providing professional development to teachers in each school in a variety of formats led by the library media specialist; (5) to strengthen teacher/library media specialist collaboration through joint lesson planning that takes advantage of the teacher’s curricular expertise and the library media specialist’s technology and instructional resource expertise; and (6) to provide access to current technologies in the library media center.  
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
