
Raised Line/Tactile Diagrams with Specialized PapersPRIVATE 

Capsule, Swell-Touch or Flexi-Papers are special papers developed for the purpose of "stereo printing" of raised line diagrams. A regular photocopier is used to make a photocopy of a diagram on the capsule paper, provided the photocopier can use the thick (approximately 0.2mm – 0.4mm) paper.  The paper is available from 3 sources: JP Trading, Repro-Tronics and American Thermoform.  Quick-Draw Paper, on the other hand, does not require a special machine, can be used on both sides, and is available on Federal Quota from APH (800) 223-1839 or www.aph.org.  The key to Quick-Draw Paper is a water-based marker.

DIRECTIONS:

1)
Use an original copy that is bold, clear, and free of spots or significant details.  All markings on the page will be raised, but will not be tactually legible if too detailed.  (See APH Guidelines for Design of Tactile Graphics or Basic Principals For Preparing Tactile Graphics at the TSBVI web site: www.tsbvi.edu/textbooks/afb/basic-tg.htm).

2)
Place the original on the copier in the usual manner.

3)
Place a sheet of capsule paper into the manual feed tray of the copier, "waxy side" down (yellow side up).

4)
Copy the diagram from the original onto the capsule paper in the usual manner.  The capsule paper copy will now have the diagram on it, but will not yet be raised.

5)
Feed the capsule paper copy into a Tactile Image Enhancer, Swell-Form Graphics Machine or the Pictures in a Flash (PIAF) machine in order to illuminate and heat the capsules, creating a raised diagram.  Thermo-Pen from Repro-Tronics works on-the-fly with Flexi Paper without need to photocopy.  The Tactile Image Enhancer, the Tactile Image Enhancer Junior, and the Thermo-Pen can be purchased from Repro-Tronics.  HumanWare (800) 722-3393 or www.humanware.com sells the Pictures in a Flash (*PIAF) machine.  The Swell Form Graphics Machine II is available from American Thermoform.   Raised line drawings in full color for students with low vision can also be made with APH Quick-Draw paper (catalog # 1-04960-00) and a water-based marker – on BOTH sides of the paper - and without the need for any machine!  And it’s on Federal Quota!
